Taramada İzlenen Yöntem 
 

‘Foresight’a ve Türkçe karşılığı olarak kullanılan ‘öngörü’ sözcüğüne, bu 

sözcüklerin geçtiği dillerde hangi anlamlar yükleniyor; yüklenen bu anlamlar 

itibariyle, ‘öngörü’, ‘foresight’ karşılığı olarak, doğru bir seçim midir; bunu 

tahkik için yapılan taramada şu yol izlenmiştir: 

 

İlk adımda: 

1. İngilizce sözlük ve ‘theasurus’larda ‘foresight’ taraması yapılmış; sözcüğe 

verilen anlamlar derlenmiştir. 

2. Bu taramada, ‘foresight’ açıklamalarında geçen ya da ‘foresight’la 

eşanlamlı olan sözcükler de taranmış ve bunların anlamları da 

derlenmiştir.   

3. ‘Foresight’ sözcüğünü meydana getiren ‘fore-’ öneki ile ‘sight’ sözcüğü 

için de benzer bir tarama yapılmıştır. 

4. Daha sonra, İngilizce’den Türkçe’ye sözlüklerde ‘foresight’, ‘fore-’ ve 

‘sight’ için hangi karşılıkların verildiğine bakılmıştır. 

 

İkinci adımda: 

1. Türkçe’den İngilizce’ye sözlüklerde ‘öngörü’ için hangi karşılıkların 

verildiğine bakılmıştır. 

2. Türkçe sözlük ve ansiklopedik sözlüklerde ‘öngörü’ taraması yapılmış; 

sözcüğe verilen anlamlar derlenmiştir. 

 

Üçüncü adımda: 

Türkçe’de ‘öngörü’ ile karıştırılan ‘uzgörü’ için Türkçe sözlük ve 

ansiklopedik sözlüklerin verdiği anlamlar taranmış; 

 

Son adımda da: 

Türkiye’de ‘foresight’ [dolayısıyla da ‘öngörü’] ile karıştırılan ‘forecast’ 

için anlam ve bunun Türkçe karşılığı konusunda bir tarama yapılmıştır. 

 

Bu taramalara ilişkin bir döküm aşağıda verilmektedir. 
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Varılan Sonuç 
 

Yapılan taramada, ‘foresight’ karşılığı olarak Türkçe’de [yeni dilde] kullanılan 

‘öngörü’ sözcüğünün, ‘foresight’a yüklenen anlamı tam olarak karşıladığı; 

sözcük yapısı itibariyle de, tıpkı ‘foresight’ta olduğu gibi, içerdiği anlama uygun 

düştüğü sonucuna varılmıştır.  

 

‘Forecast’, ‘foresight’tan farklı bir kavrama işaret etmektedir ve Türkçe’deki 

karşılığı da, eski dilde ‘tahmin’; yeni dilde ‘kestirim’dir.
